¢--¢,Qué hago para eliminar el materialismo de la sociedad y la
mentalidad de consumerismo, la explotacién sexual y el
egoismo?

OUR THIRD WEEK OF LENT

Jesus came to earth to preach and to give us an example
of what a life filled with love is. He knew that only through
his example would his disciples and followers learn what
it means to be a Christian.
A good way to celebrate our Lent would be to consider
the spiritual and corporal works of mercy and to dedicate
ourselves, as a family or as individuals, to go into them
through a deep sympathy with those who suffer,
supporting them in any way possible. We have to look
closely at the living conditions of the poorest areas in our
city and participate in community groups that try to
eliminate those problems. We can also cooperate to find
that true spirit of Lent through helping them to find jobs,
or to find food for their families. Fasting and abstinence
are ways to control unruly bodily appetites. Children can
make a sacrifice by not eating too much candy or sweets.
Young people and adults can pray more, and avoid
excesses and too many distractions. Fasting and
abstinence can also be liberating experiences because
they free us from slavery to material things.
Lent is the most appropriate time to examine carefully
our lives as Christians and as parents, spouses, friends,
and relatives. We must ask ourselves, among other
things:
--How do the members of my family get along with each
other? Are we truly concerned about each other, or do
we do things out of obligation and nothing else?
--What is our conduct at work? Do we exploit others? Do
we work as much as we should or are we lazy? Do we try
to overwork just to get more money-even if we don't
really need it to survive-while we neglect our family
obligations?
--At home, do we abuse others? If a man, do | think of
my wife as a servant more that as a companion?
--If a woman, do | try to demand too many material
benefits and gifts from my husband?
--What are we doing to try to eradicate violence form our
communities? What are we doing to try to eliminate
materialism and consumerism, sexual exploitation and
selfishness?
--How many hours a week do | give to my children, to
share with them and to come to know them better?
During this Lent, we will be asking ourselves:
--Is there any member of my family with whom | don't
speak?
--Is there anger in my family that | cannot erase?
--Is there a situation of resentment that apparently has no
way out? What could | do to solve it?
When we lend a hand to those who suffer or are in pain,
we are giving them life; we are leading them to
resurrection. Only thus will our Lenten sacrifices fulfill
their due purpose.
