La mayoria de nosotros entendemos las ensefianzas de la
Iglesia con respecto a la preparacion para compartir la
Sagrada Comunion. Recordamos que no debemos comer
nada sélido una hora antes de recibir la Santa Eucaristia para
prepararnos para ser alimentados. Entendemos también que
debemos estar en unién con Cristo y su lglesia para recibir la
Santa Eucaristia. Esto significa que debemos estar bautizados
en la Iglesia Catdlica y no estar en un estado de pecado grave.
Personas conscientes que estan en pecado grave deben
buscar el sacramento de Reconciliacibn para prepararse
dignamente para la Sagrada Comunion.

El Cardenal Joseph Bernardin, en su carta pastoral Guia para
la Asamblea, dice: “Antes avanzar nosotros decimos, ‘Sefior,
yo no soy digno.” Nunca somos dignos de esta mesa, por ser
la gracia y regalo de Dios. Y aun asi comulgamos. Esto es el
alimento para la jornada que comenzamos en el bautismo.
Podemos comer de él cuando estamos cansados, cuando
estamos desalentados, adn cuando hemos fallado. Pero no
cuando nosotros nos hemos olvidado la iglesia, olvidado la
manera cuando empezamos en la pila bautismal; no cuando
hemos abandonado nuestra lucha contra el mal y quedamos
sin arrepentirnos por lo hecho. Examinemos nuestras vidas
honestamente cada vez antes de acercarnos a la Eucaristia.
Digno, ninguno de nosotros es jamas, pero apropiadamente
preparados si debemos estar. Cristo, presente en la Eucaristia
y en nosotros, nos llama a ser una sagrada comunion, para
crecer en el amor y la santidad en consideracion del uno por el
otro.”

Cuando nosotros nos acercamos a compartir la Santa
Eucaristia, nosotros entramos en procesion, como el Cuerpo
de Cristo. Venimos como una Iglesia peregrina, el cuerpo de
los que creen en Cristo, en camino a Jerusalén celestial. De
hecho, cada vez que nosotros nos acercamos a recibir juntos
el Cuerpo y Sangre del Sefior, nosotros nos unimos al
innumerable numero de todos los bautizados que han
comulgado antes que nosotros, nuestros seres queridos, los
santos a través de los tiempos, los peregrinos y todo creyente.
El canto de Comunion aumenta nuestra unidad en Cristo. Para
algunos, sin embargo, el cantar esta cancion se percibe como
una interrupcién en su propia oracién. De hecho, sin embargo,
esta cancion es la oracién corporativa de agradecimiento de la
comunidad del Cuerpo de Cristo unidos en el Sefior.
Repetidamente las oraciones de la liturgia y las normas del
GIRM acenttan esta teologia fundamental de la unidad del
bautizado, enfatizando que cuando nosotros nos reunimos a
tomar parte en la celebracion de Eucaristia venimos, ho como
individuos, sino como miembros en el Cuerpo de Cristo.

Puede ser dificil que algunos de nosotros tomemos este
énfasis en la Misa como la accién de una comunidad en vez
de un acto individual de mi propia fe y piedad, pero es
importante que hagamos el esfuerzo de hacer esto. Esto
puede formar parte del sacrificio al que algunos de nosotros
somos llamados. En la liturgia nosotros sacrificamos nuestras
preferencias individuales por el bien de la comunidad, que es
la Iglesia.

RECEIVING HOLY COMMUNION

Most of us understand the Church’s teaching regarding
preparation for sharing in Holy Communion. We remember that
we are to fast from solid food for one hour prior to receiving
Holy Eucharist to ready ourselves to be fed. We also
understand that we must be in union with Christ and his
Church to receive Holy Eucharist. This means that we must be
baptized into the Catholic Church and not be in a state of
serious sin. Those conscious of serious sin should seek the
sacrament of Reconciliation to prepare worthily for Holy
Communion.

Cardinal Joseph Bernardin, in his pastoral letter Guide to the
Assembly, puts it well: “Before coming forward we say, ‘Lord, |
am not worthy.” We are never worthy of this table, for it is
God’s grace and gift. Yet we do come forward. This is food for
the journey that we began at baptism. We may eat of it when
we are tired, when we are discouraged, even when we have
failed. But not when we have forgotten the church, forgotten
the way we began at the font; not when we have abandoned
our struggle against evil and remain unrepentant for having
done so. Let us examine our lives honestly each time before
approaching the Eucharist. Worthy, none of us ever is, but
properly prepared each one must be. Christ, present in the
Eucharist and in us, calls us to be a holy communion, to grow
in love and holiness for one another’s sake.”

When we come forward to share the Holy Eucharist, we come
in procession, as the Body of Christ. We come as a pilgrim
Church, the body of those who believe in Christ, on their way
to the heavenly Jerusalem. In fact, each time we move forward
together to receive the Body of the Lord, we join the countless
number of all the baptized who have gone before us, our loved
ones, saints throughout the ages, pilgrims and believers all.
The singing of the Communion song supports us in our unity in
Christ. For some, however, the singing of this song is
perceived as an intrusion on their own prayer. In fact, however,
this song is prayer, the corporate thanksgiving prayer of the
members of the Body of Christ united with one another in the
Lord. Over and over again the prayers of the liturgy and the
norms of the GIRM emphasize this fundamental theology of
the unity of the baptized, stressing that when we come
together to participate in the Eucharist celebration we come,
not as individuals, but as united members of Christ’s body.

It may be difficult for some of us to embrace this emphasis on
Mass as the action of a community rather than an individual act
of my own faith and piety, but it is important that we make
every effort to do so. This may be part of the self-sacrifice to
which some of us are called. At liturgy we sacrifice our
preferences for the good of the whole community, which is the
Church.
