Siempre Mantenga Una Fotografia Actual de Sus Hijos
Una fotografia actualizada y en buenas condiciones es una
de las herramientas mas importantes que las autoridades
pueden utilizar en el caso de un nifio perdido. La fotografia
del nifio debe ser reciente, de cabeza a hombros, la cara
bien visible y a color. Debe tener la calidad de un “retrato
escolar’, y el fondo debe ser claro o de color oscuro para
que no distraiga del sujeto. Si es posible, la fotografia
deberia estar disponible no solamente en papel, sino
también en forma digital y en un disco compacto (CD). Esto
disminuira considerablemente el tiempo necesario para
cambiar el tamafio, copiar, y corregir el color de la fotografia
antes de entregarla a las autoridades. La fotografia debe ser
actualizada por lo menos cada seis meses para los nifios
menores de 6 afos, y después una vez al afio o cada vez
gue los nifios cambian de aspecto.

LISTENING TO GOD

Familiarity, in the case of the Lord’s Prayer,
probably hasn’t bred contempt in most of us, but it
certainly can breed a kind of inertia. The words we
speak in prayer run the same risks as all our other
human words: they can be spoken hastily,
thoughtlessly, carelessly. In a manner parallel to the
words we say in the Lord’s Prayer—*“forgive us as we
forgive others”—today might be the day to invite God
to “listen to us as well as we listen to you.” Today
might be the day to listen to the Lord’s Prayer with
newly attentive ears.

Let us learn from the example of Luke’s

Jesus, who would not instruct others how to pray until

he himself had been a man of prayer. Moreover,
listen carefully to the follow-up Jesus gives for the
prayer itself. In our quick-fix society we must heed
the call to persistence; in a world that puts glib
explanations on difficult situations we must continue
to seek and knock; in our all-too-humanness, we
must be open to the patience, grace, and wisdom of
the will of God. Do we want the Lord to listen to our
voice? Maybe we can start by listening to God’s.

Five Tips for Safeguarding Children

The Archdiocese mandates that all people who work with
children and youth in our parishes and schools must
undergo child abuse prevention training through the VIRTUS
program. The training details five steps to prevent child
sexual abuse:

Know the warning signs of an inappropriate relationship with
a child.

Control access to children by carefully selecting the adults
who work with children and youth.

Monitor all programs for the safety of children and youth.

Be aware of and sensitive to what is going on in the lives of
children.

Communicate concerns to the appropriate person in
authority.

Always Keep an Up-to-Date Photo of Your Child

Picture this: A good photo could save a child’s life. One of
the most important tools for law enforcement in the case of a
missing child is an up-to-date (take a new one every six
months), good-quality photograph. The photograph should
be a recent head-and-shoulders color photograph of the
child in which the face is clearly seen. It should be of school-
portrait quality, and the background should be plain or solid
so it does not distract from the subject. When possible, the
photograph should be in a digitized form and available on a
compact disk (CD), as opposed to just a hard copy. This
minimizes the time necessary to scan, resize, and make
color corrections before disseminating it to law enforcement.
The photograph should have space for accurate, narrative
description useful to identify the child, such as name,
nickname, height, weight, sex, age, eye color, identifying
marks, glasses, and braces. For more information, please
visit: www.missingkids.com.
